B $1000 Neglect 6/10/2008

The facility failed to act when the wife of a deceased
resident informed the facility he had been diagnosed
with scabies. The facility failed to track all contacts
the resident had in the facility. The facility was cited
for failing to inform residents, staff, families, and the
Department of an outbreak of scabies in February,
2008. This resulted in ten of the 19 residents at the
facility having itchy rashes, and one of the residents
being diagnosed with scabies. Staff and family members
also suffered rashes. Everyone in the facility had to
undergo multiple treatments for scabies. (Issued as
Class B at $1,000.) Citation # 050004712.

B $1000 Neglect 6/10/2008

On 1/14/08, a LN identified red patchy skin on a
residentand applied moisturizing cream. The following
day, a hospice aid documented a rash on the resident’s
entire torso, neck, and arms. Moisturizing cream
was applied and the physician was not notified. On
2/11/08, treatment had not changed for the rash. A
CNA with a similar rash was diagnosed with scabies.
Eight out of 19 of residents had the same rash. The
DON claimed it was not scabies. On 2/12/08, the
resident was treated with Elimite (scabies medication)
and tested positive for scabies. As a result of the
facility failing to continuously assess the resident
and consult doctors, she had to endure a severe,
undiagnosed rash for nearly a month. (Issued as
Class B at $1,000.) Citation # 050004767.

B $800 Fall
6/10/2008

A 95 year old resident was found on the bathroom
floor after she fell asleep and fell down. The resident’s
records indicated she needed assistance with toileting,
to not leave her unattended in the bathroom, to check
the resident’s whereabouts every 30 minutes and tabs
alarm as needed. The facility was cited for failing
to implement the resident’s careplan by leaving her
unattended in the bathroom, resulting in a fall. (Issued
as Class B at $800.) Citation # 050004768.

B $1000 Transfer 6/17/2008

The facility failed to comply with statutory requirements
related to transferring residents. On 4/25/08, the facility
sent a letter to all residents under the Medi-Cal program
asking if they would be willing to transfer to a sister
facility. On 4/28, the facility submitted an intent to
withdraw from the Medi-Cal program. Sixteen residents
(or their representatives) signed the letter stating their
willingness to transfer, but the letter did not contain other
choices or alternatives, no other information related to
the residents' right to a 30 day notice and the right to
appeal the transfer. Although the facility initiated the
transfer, the reason stated on the Discharge/Transfer
notice was “resident request discharge.” The notice did
contain the right to appeal and Ombudsman info, but
only the signature of the facility representative appeared
on the notice. (15 more Citations Issued as Class
B at $1,000 each for the same type of transfer.)
